What is it? Survey & deliberation: Attendees fix the topics of discussions and issues faced 
by foreign residents are discussed. 

Mission Deliberated issues are reported to the city mayor, together with our 
opinions. Opinions of the assembly are used for education of 
children, etc.  

In addition, we may participate in events and surveys.  

What does it do? Assemblies are held 8 to 9 times a year on Sunday afternoon. When you 
attend an assembly, you will be paid as a non-statutory officer of the city 
(Remuneration in FY2010: 12500JPY per assembly, tax inclusive).

18 years or older as of April 1, 2012 (born before April 2, 1994) 

Registered as foreign resident in Kawasaki City for 1 or more years 

(Registered as foreign resident in Kawasaki City since before April 1, 2011) 

Persons who served as representative for both the 7th and 8th periods are ineligible.
