What is Daikaicho?

Kawasaki Daishi’s Daikaicho has had a long history since the Edo Period. It is a
special unveiling of the temple’s principal image of worship, with offerings and various
Buddhist memorial services taking place.

The event is known for the granting of special red luck charms, which takes place once
every ten years, only during the Daikaicho period.

In addition, during this time, there will be a variety of events including outdoor
storytelling and street performances, as well as tea ceremonies (free matcha will be
provided), so please come join us!

Kawasaki Daishi, founded in the 3rd year of the Daiji era (in 1128), is a famous temple of
the Kanto region with a rich history of over 880 years. It is well known as a good luck temple
for warding off all types of disasters. Every year, the temple is crowded with many
worshippers for hatsumode (the first visit to a place of worship in the new year).
