Under the new ” Basic Resident Registration Law” ,
foreign residents are required to submit a
“notification of moving out” , when changing

their address.

“Notification of moving out”

«Submission is required when you are moving out of Kawasaki city.

- Please submit the notification before you move out of Kawasaki
city.

- Submission by mail is also accepted.

- The notification must be submitted by the applicant themselves
or the head of the household.

- If the application is submitted by a proxy, a “Letter of
Commission is required.

- In the case the applicant is moving overseas (for an approximate
duration of more than one year), the notification must be

submitted too.



“Articles required for the submission of the

notification.”

* A photo identification issued by a civil service including,
residence card or, certificate of alien registration,
driver’ s license, or passport. If you don’ t have these
articles, please bring more than 2 of the following: health
insurance card, employee ID card and, student’ s ID card .

Please also bring your inkan(seal).

= In the case a proxy is submitting the notification, letter
of commission, the proxy’ s ID(driver’ s license or passport,

etc.) are required.

“How to submit the “notification of moving out” by
