Kawasaki City will celebrate a major milestone in 2024 —its 100th anniversary as a city. Ninety-
nine years ago, when Kawasaki was founded, the city had a population of only about 50,000, but
today it is home to about 1.54 million people, more than 30 times more than the original population.
During this time, many people from various regions have moved to the city, and Kawasaki has
developed greatly. Kawasaki has become a major metropolitan city with a growing presence in the
Tokyo metropolitan area, thanks to its nature such as the Tama River and the Tama Hills, the
culture and sports rooted in the region, the concentration of industries that have played a part in

the Keihin coastal area, and the convenience of its transportation and logistics.

Amid social conditions that are becoming more complex every day, Kawasaki became the first
local government in Japan to join the United Nations Global Compact in 2006, and is expanding

its economic activities and more on a global scale while embracing diverse cultures and values.

As an "SDGs Future City" selected by the national government, the city is working towards
achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) through citywide efforts, by promoting the
registration and certification of "Kawasaki SDGs Partners," a unique city program, and the launch
of the "Kawasaki SDGs Platform" in collaboration with financial institutions and other

organizations in the city.

In order to pass on a safe environment for generations to come, in March 2022, the "Kawasaki
City Basic Plan for the Promotion of Global Warming Countermeasures" was revised to set targets
for reducing greenhouse gas emissions in FY2030 and for introducing renewable energy, with the

aim of achieving virtually zero greenhouse gas emissions by 2050.

Thanks to the large concentration of environmental technologies and industries, Kawasaki City
has a high potential to lead the way in addressing climate change together with environmentally
conscious citizens and businesses. Kawasaki will work with a wide variety of entities to further
promote efforts to achieve reduction targets and other goals, and as the top runner in Japan, will

lead the way in efforts to realize a decarbonized society.

As a member of the international community, we will continue to take global issues such as
addressing environmental problems including climate change and improving social welfare head
on, contribute to peace and prosperity in Japan, Asia, and the world, and pass on this vibrant
"Kawasaki, the City of Happiness" to our children who will lead the future. For their sake, we will
continue to take on the challenge of balancing growth and maturity while on the pursuit for

sustainable development.
