have financial issues.

*In the chart above, children designated as needing protection (those receiving social welfare services), are only eligible for assistance on
categories marked with the () .

#*All subsidy amounts are shown in the annual figures, which in general are paid in three segments per year. The Financial Aid Notification is
sent to all qualifying individuals each time they qualify. In addition, those certified for the fiscal year are paid an amount corresponding to the
period for which they are certified.

*This system disburses assistance to cover the costs described above. It is not an exemption provided by the school.

»* The above costs are reimbursed in the actual amounts paid, after the Educational Committee confirms the costs with the school.

*¢Regarding Nature Classroom attendance costs, where facilities other than the Yatsugatake Shonen Shizen-no-le are utilized, costs are
reimbursed in accordance with the facility food costs.

s Commuting costs are covered for qualifying residents of the school district or those with special circumstances, and are limited to those using
public transportation.

#*The school supply allowance for new students are paid only to households that were not paid the New Student Preparation Subsidy (pre-
school age children/sixth graders), and who were certified April 30th.

#*The school avoidance treatment allowance is paid to individuals with documented school avoidance issues, as indicated by regular health
checkups, at school or otherwise.

#*The School Lunch Subsidy program is slated for launch as a national project in FY2026, but individuals must pay for school lunches through the
time they are certified for School Attendance Financial Assistance.

For School Lunch Subsidy Program payments, and for reimbursement of amounts paid subsequent to School Attendance Assistance
approval, inquire with the Healthy School Lunch Promotion Office.

*In general, at the beginning of the fiscal year, individuals eligible for renewal (those approved by the end of the previous fiscal year), are not
required to re-apply (no review required).

However, if there is any change in household circumstances as of the previous fiscal year, if the applicant was not a resident of Kawasaki
City as of January 1, 2026, and where the reason for application for the current fiscal year is reason (5), even if you have received
notification that you are approved for renewal, you may need to re-submit your application along with additional documents.

(2) Payment and Payment Details Sent
In general, disbursements are made three times a year (August or October, December, and March), at which time Notifications
of Payment are sent out. The number of payments may differ depending on the timing of approval.

(3) Other

If there are any changes in the household composition in the middle of the fiscal year, approval will be temporarily withdrawn,
in which case the applicant needs to re-apply.
